Professional Disclosure Statement
Philosophy and Approach: I believe that we can all heal from childhood and adult wounding and trauma, and that with compassionate guidance, anyone can move toward a more satisfying life. I provide clients with deep listening and a safe environment in which to explore one’s inner and outer life. I am trained in depth psychology, EMDR, Hakomi, attachment, grief and loss, dream work, and trauma. 

Formal Education and Training I have a Masters Degree in Counseling Psychology with an emphasis in depth psychology from Pacifica Graduate Institute in Carpentaria, California. Coursework beyond basic therapy skills included Imaginal Psychology, Foundations of Jungian Psychology, and Myth, Literature, and Religious Studies. I also have training in EMDR and Hakomi.
As a Licensee of the Oregon Board of Licensed Professional Counselors and Therapists I will abide by its Code of Ethics. To maintain my license, I am required to participate in annual continuing education, taking classes dealing with subjects relevant to this profession. I may substitute professional supervision for part of this requirement.

Fees: My fees are as follows: 60-minute initial intake session: $200, 60-minute ongoing session: $170. I provide a time-of-service discount as follows: 60-minute initial intake session: $180, 60-mnute ongoing session: $150. Group sessions are $70 per session.

To be assured of privacy and confidentiality while receiving services as defined by rule 
and law, including the following exceptions: 1) Reporting suspected child abuse; 2) 
Reporting imminent danger to client or others; 3) Reporting information required in 
court proceedings or by client’s insurance company, or other relevant agencies; 4) 
Providing information concerning licensee case consultation or supervision; and 5) 
Defending claims brought by client against licensee;

To be free from discrimination because of age, color, culture, disability, ethnicity, 
national origin, gender, race, religion, sexual orientation, marital status, or socioeconomic 
status.
